The Algiers Club hosted an incredible trip to Scotland’s Speyside region 
with amazing food, idyllic hotels, and outstanding distilleries that 
included:

We landed in Edinburgh on Saturday and enjoyed a few days there 
before heading into the Highlands. We stopped in Pitlochry to visit 
Aberfeldy/Dewars Distillery with an incredible tasting from the most 
decorated Master Blender in Scotch, with their highest end spirits. 

We stayed the night in Inverness before meeting Mitch, the owner of 
CopperCairn Whiskey Adventures, a former National Ambassador for 
Glenfiddich, and wealth of whisky knowledge. We toured the 
Highlands and stopped for lunch at Loch Ness as well as visited the 
Battlefield of Culloden, for those Outlander fans. We ended the day 
with dinner at our Hotel 1881 with 50 year Master Distiller of Glenlivet, 
Alan Winchester. 

Mitch then took us around to all the Speyside distilleries mentioned, 
with some quick stops at others to see the countryside and how densely 
populated this area is for Distilleries (not people). The Whisky flowed is 
high end tastings and opportunities for rare bottle purchases.
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Overall, we got to experience the nature and beauty of Speyside, with 
Highland Coos (Cows), ancient castles, and peated streams and rivers. 
The food was also impeccable, with a 6 course paired dinner at 
Macallan, paired dinners with Alan and at Dowans Hotel. 

For next year, we have a a lot of amazing additions we are talking 
about in partnership with Mitch and Coppercairn. We will continue to 
provide the Distillery tours and Whiskey dinners next year, but we are 
planning to expand the experience with more Scottish adventures to 
include a full week and morning excursions with:

● Golf: We will add 2-3 golf rounds in the area for some morning
● Hiking / Nature Walks: There is amazing countryside for both 

riverside walks and mountain hikes
● Coastal Tour: Driving tour with beach walks, surfing, or canoeing.
● Inverness Tours: Loch Ness, Culloden, Castles, and more

reservations for our limited 10 spots now.
